I-30 
WB Center Street exit closed temporarily   
 

 

WHERE:   Interstate 30 westbound exit to Center Street in Arlington 

 

WHEN:    Monday, August 3. Ramp will be closed for approx. 2 months  

WHAT:   The westbound I-30 exit to Center Street will be closed temporarily in order for the 
existing asphalt lanes to be converted to permanent concrete paving. While this exit is closed, 
motorists should use the Ballpark Way and Cooper Street exits. 
 
This exit was opened using asphalt pavement to assist the city of Arlington with initial traffic 
management plans for events in the entertainment district. In order to expedite the traffic 
switch to the permanent westbound lanes, it is critical to pave this area now. The work is 
expected to take approximately two months, weather and materials permitting. However, we 
are working to expedite the project in order to have the exit re-opened by the Cowboys first 
regular season game.
